1) You will first be directed to the main menu for the housing application, and you will see the following. Start 
your 2023-2024 housing application by clicking the “click here” button next to Complete My Housing 
Application for 2023-2024. 
 

 



 
2) It starts with a brief welcome message and explanation of next steps for selecting / changing your room! 
 
As you work your way through the application, you’ll click the NEXT STEP buttons at the bottom of each page. 
Please work your way all the way through the application, through your preferences, and through the step 
where it tells you that your deposit is already paid.

3) You’ll review your personal information, update your cell phone number, make changes to emergency 
contact information, and have the opportunity to identify an optional confidential contact.

6) Food is important and there will be a page where we explain the different options and choices that are 
available for you to choose. You are required to pick a meal plan and dining dollar option that will be added to 
your student account prior to the start of the Fall 2023 semester. 
 

 



 
 
7) Living-Learning Communities are a great way to be more engaged with those around you. You have the 
opportunity to preference up to 5 residential communities. If you’re interested in knowing which buildings 
certain communities are located in, you can click the link provided. 
 
(If you are excited about specific communities, make sure you preference those buildings when you get to the 
step later that allows you to do that.) 
 

 



 
8) We have a lot of different types of rooms available and we have a couple questions that will help us know 
more about the specific types of living arrangements you need and/or are interested in.
