Each student attending a public institution of higher education in the state of Missoun who lives
In on-campus housing must receive the meningococcal vaccine within 5 years of enrollment
unless they has a medical or religious exemption.

*MenQuadfi, Menactra and Menveo are the only three approved meningitis vaccines.

The medical and religious exemption process information can be found on Magers Health and
Wellness Center website.
